Bicentennial Celebration in Thurles 26/10/16

To mark the arrival of the Brothers in Thurles in 1816 a Mass of Celebration and
Thanksgiving was held in Thurles CBS Secondary School on October 26™. The
many Brothers present were delighted with the celebration. As we listened to Tim
Coffey, Deputy Principal in the secondary school, Tiernan O’Donnell (past pupil of
Clonkeen), Principal of the secondary school, and Brid Ryan, Principal of Scoil Ail-
bhe (primary school) we were heartened that the schools are in the hands of peo-
ple imbued with the vision and values of Edmund Rice. The Thurles schools can
face the future with confidence under such wonderful leadership.

The oldest Brother present on the night, Paddy Gravin, met a past pupil, Larry
Burke, a vet. Larry told me about his experience in school. Larry did A levels in
three science subjects. This was made possible by the one-to-one help he received
from Paddy.

About fifteen priests, all past pupils except the school chaplain, Fr. Vincent O’'Con-
nell, concelebrated. One of them was the holder of two Harty Cup (Munster Senior
Schools Hurling) medals! Tim Coffey told us that there are currently 25 priests min-
istering in the Cashel diocese who are past pupils of Thurles.

Sincerest congratulations to the organising committee, headed by Tim Coffey, for
the manner in which they organised the Mass of Thanksgiving and Celebration.

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The Dublin 8 Community Education Centre held their 20 year celebration in the Mansion House on the
3" of November. This was a joyous occasion for all the staff, learners and board members of DS8CEC.
The centre was established in 1996 under the auspices of the Christian Brothers and was managed at
the time by Br Brian Molloy. Over the years the centre has provided second chance education to a large
number of adults both from within and outside the local area. Up until January 2004 the centre was lo-
cated in the Francis Street CBS primary school where it had the use of a computer room and a large
parent’s room as well as a small office. Due to the increase in pupil numbers in the CBS and the de-
mand for space the centre relocated. Since then the centre moved to 5 different locations, each year the
number of learners attending the centre grew and the demand for classes increased. In January 2014
the centre opened the doors to their new building in Synge Street, Dublin 8.

At present the Dublin 8 Community Education Centre is a QQI Quality Assured Centre and provides lev-
el 3, 4 & 5 courses as well as one-to-one literacy classes which are always in great demand. A high per-
centage of the learners attending the centre are early school leavers and are long term unemployed.
Over the last 6 years the centre has seen a huge increase in learners attending that are short time un-
employed. The centre delivers high standard courses that meet the community’s needs. It provides sec-
ond chance education for all, as well as vital social support for many of the learners and in some cases
helps combat isolation, depression and other issues.
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The 20 year celebration was a great success; there were old
learners, new learners, funders, old staff, current staff and
Board members in attendance on the night. It was amazing to
hear some of the success stories of past learners. In attend-
ance was a gentleman by the name of Brendan Corrigan who
had attended the centre when it was located in James Street
in 2006. Brendan came to D8CEC to attend Literacy classes;
he had only attended primary school and had no second level
1 education. Back in 2006 Brendan wanted to return to educa-
tion to focus on his reading and writing skills, as he felt they needed a lot of attention. Over 4 years at-
tending D8CEC Brendan completed QQI Levels 3, 4 & 5 courses and left DBCEC in 2011 to begin a
new chapter of his life; to begin a course in Liberties College. Brendan informed us at our 20 year cele-
bration that he now holds 2 FETAC level 7 awards and wanted to thank D8CEC for giving him the
chance and opportunity to return to second chance education. Brendan’s story gives you the picture of
what D8CEC is all about; there are many stories similar to Brendan’s and there will be many new stories
to come over the next 20 years we hope.

At the 20 year celebration we presented Br Brian Molloy with a crystal clock, engraved with a scripture of
1996 to 2016 from the classroom to the community. | think these words are extremely poignant, the edu-
cation, knowledge and confidence the learners receive from returning to education not only change their
lives but their family’s lives, and | will end with these words. Education has the power of pulling families
from poverty.
