20 de octubre Community — Cochabamba -
Bolivia

Greetings, Latin America, from the new adventure
in the 20th of October district in the municipality of
Arbieto in Cochabamba. Alberto Cumbreras,
Bruno Rodriguez and Renato Llerena form the
new community in the settlement at kilometre 10
on the outskirts of the city of Cochabamba. Some
details of the place: October 20 is a community of
about 800 households; there is a school for 800
students in elementary and middle schools built
with the support of the Jesuits; most of the
inhabitants are migrants from the countryside.
Last year electricity was installed but there are
still no fresh water lines, so the price of truck-in
drinking water is the highest in the city; bus travel
is expensive. On the positive side, last week the
locality was recognized by the municipality
Arbieto as a developable area.

The Sisters of the Holy Spirit provide educational
support and a service in alternative medicine. We
intend to live in the place and hope to share our
lives with the experience and daily comings and
goings of the people. Moreover, the view is
spectacular in the evening and in the morning you
can see all the pollution from the centre of the city
like a blanket of lead. We will live in a rented
house, just two rooms, very simple.

La Esperanza Community -
Chimbote, Peru

A diverse range of activities have kept us busy:
July 3 was a big party in celebration of Teacher's
Day, the students took up a collection of
hundreds of kilos of food which was then donated
to support many social institutions, especially the
places where our students do their pastoral work;
in preparation for Independence Day (July 28)
every Monday there is a presentation of an artistic
group from school: folk dances, the philharmonic
orchestra, and flutes and sounding boxes to the
delight of students who observe from the
passageways of the three floors.

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Prof. Racchumi and students distributed th donated
food to the needy in several institutions.

The Pre-Mundo Academy, which prepares
elementary school students to enter our high
school, is packed with over 300 participants. Last
Saturday the first classes began for 100 children
from the Edmund Rice Project, which is a special
program for students of state-supported schools
from our lower class urban neighborhood that
captures students with high academic ability but

with very low income. At the end of the program,
the best 50 students will be invited to study at
Mundo Mejor, paying very low tuition, according
to the results of a socio-economic study done by
professional social workers.

Brother Paul Keohane spent two days in
Chimbote to meet with the high school and
Technical Center boards and the Edmund Rice
Associates. From Lima also came Brothers Ever
Cieza, Rafael Inga and postulant Santos Mejia to
support us in the first phase of our religious
vocation campaign among the students from both
institutions.

Brother Alberto Llanos participated in two
vocational days in San Pedro University and
National University of Santa along with the other
members of the Committee on Vocations of the
Religious Conference.

Brother Sean DiFiglia continues with several
projects in the area of the sports fields: the series
of murals in honor of Edmund Rice "Two ports in
distant seas come together ... Chimbote-Waterford"
(see photo on last page); roof reconstruction of
Guayaquil poles and the renovation of the tables
in the pergola, and the pictographs painted on the
vertical side of the concrete stands. The drawings
are copies of the figures that appear in high relief
on the walls of the adobe ruins of Chan Chan
(Chimu civilization — pre-Incan - approx. 700 AD)
in the city of Trujillo, two hours north of Chimbote.

Since a few weeks ago, Brother Vincent Peragine
teaches English at the U San Pedro at night and
Brother Hugo Caceres (Happy birthday!), who
began his class on the Prophets in the diocesan
School of Religious Education, continues to



present Bible talks in some parishes and, with
Alberto, is responsible for student retreats.

MUNDO MEJOR TECHNICAL CENTER

On June 21 we started the second set of
modules, which will end on September 17. The
novelty is that our campaign that promotes the
integration of women into the technological field
has managed to register an agricultural engineer
in welding -- the first woman in that specialty.

On July 14 we held our midyear retreat, which
was a nice moment to re-evaluate our vocation,
our calling to religious life. The special feature of
this retreat, led by Brother Elmer Howard, was
that we held it in the midst of nature, in a nice
location on the outskirts of the city of Rioja called
Yacumama.

Spiritual reflection — Br. Pat Payne
Time to create

Recently | bought a book, “Tiempo de crear”
(Time to create) by Benjamin Gonzalez Buelta*,
an author whose previous books have deeply
inspired me. This latest book fits very well with the
Munnar Chapter message “The Spirit speaks”.
Here are some insights from the book.



A contemplative vision discovers God in the
depths of reality, in the midst of the fragmentation
that peoples and nations are going through today.
God is not inactive as a distant observer, but
rather implicated, drawing forth new life out of the
‘chaos” and the abyss as on the first day of
creation.

God’s love for the world has not run out, nor is his
creative fantasy at an end. What is the new that
God is proposing to us today to create jointly with
us? God is always waiting for us to recommence
with us there where we have left unfinished some
project, word, forgiveness or embrace.

It's not the time to complain, nor to attempt to
restore placements or privileges of the past, nor
to escape from ourselves in spiritualities that keep
us apart from reality, nor to weaken ourselves in
frenetic activity, nor to arm ourselves with
defensive fundamentalisms. It's time to create
God’s new proposals. Our challenge is to create,
collaborate in the creation of a world that is more
human, a cosmos that is not threatened by
ecological destruction, out of a preferential option
for the forgotten ones of the earth. To refuse to
create a new future would be tantamount to
refuse to be ourselves.

Creativity is at the very centre of human
existence. We are created creators, in the image
and likeness of God the Creator, who has placed
the world in our hands, in order that we create the
future in dialogue with his inspiration and constant
activity. When we create something new, we
create with God, our own personal originality is
enhanced and expresses itself in bringing to the
world the future that God offers and creates jointly
with us, intensifying our fantasy, our passion and
our actions. To create implies a great love for this
world and an indescribable communion with the
“labourer” God (Jn 15, 1) who is always at work.

Jesus points out to us the creative polarities that
must always be in dialogue so that the newness
of the Gospel can emerge: utopia and the
germinal (the great and the small), prophesy and
wisdom, efficacy and gratuity, the personal and
the collective, mysticism and asceticism. They are
the two wings of the Spirit in constant dialogue to
create a soaring to new heights.

“The kingdom of God is like the birds that year
after year travel thousands of kilometers beating
their two wings with skill to emigrate from the
poles to lands most suitable to life. One bird
remains alone in the sands of the desert with its
left wing damaged. She would look up at the sky,
hear the cawing of her travelling companions, that
flew with agility, unity and majesty, attempting
with all her strength to take off again. She well
knew that she was not a reptile of the desert
destined to drag herself through the sands, but

rather a bird capable of crossing great distances
in dialogue with the wind. But the more she tried
to fly, moving her right wing, the more she sank in
the sand and grew weaker. No bird can fly on one
wing. She could only recover the ability to fly if
someone helped to rehabilitate her left wing.
Exhausted and alone, little by little the desert
sands began closing in on her and burying her. A
shepherd rescued her almost agonizing, cured
her wounded wing... and one early morning the
bird took off flying into the horizon”.

For reflection (my own questions):

1.- Are our wings in good condition? Are we
perhaps trying to fly on the left or right wing
alone? (We recall that the right brain is
associated with creative thought and the
emotions, and the left with linear and analytical
thought). Let us give examples.

2.- Do we manage to keep in proper balance and
happy harmony such polarities as: utopia and the
germinal (the great and the small), prophecy and
wisdom, efficacy and gratuity, the personal and
the collective, mysticism and asceticism? (The
book greatly helps us to grapple with these
polarities in our lives).
