GROUND RULE: PERSONALIZE YOUR SHARING
RATHER THAN SHIFTING IT TO OTHERS

Hall to explore the theme SPIRITUALITY OF OUR
WAY INTO THE FUTURE. The gathering started with a
morning prayer centered on the Vvitality of
community, an extract from one of the documents
from TST. While introducing the theme, the
facilitator, Br. Titus Kallon, who doubles as PGP
Coordinator, commenced the morning with the

He emphasized that OWITF is inviting every brother

being brother and with the people made poor is a
call for everyone to respond generously. This call
requires us to become incarnate just like Jesus
incarnated amongst us.

After these delightful remarks, brothers were asked
to go away and read the document alone for half an
hour. We later paired with another brother to
discuss the document for fifteen minutes before
joining the bigger group to share insights.

When the group returned, thoughts and
insights were shared. It was quite interesting
what the brothers had to say. One school of thought
expressed that | am failing to see the connection
between spirituality and community and that this
was also true of the original document of OWITF.
The whole thing should be more rooted in scripture
as Jesus too was aware of a new consciousness and
of a new creation because he spoke about farms,
sheep, seeds, farmers etc. Another reflection had it

that the Congregation has evolved in a number of

T A Yways over the years wherein different approaches

have been taken and applied to suit different
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situations. The question according to this brother
now is ‘What was working before in community that
is not working now?’ The focus of the majority of
countries in the world today is capitalism and we are
just a minute group that is thinking differently,
though this should not deter us from forging ahead.
The brother went on to further urge the group to
become the change the world needs rather than
wait for others, and this will only happen when we
change our mind-set.

Our engagement with the direction of the
Congregation is vital because what one does must
come from the heart. Questions worth asking
ourselves are: ‘Who am |? How do | perceive

myself? How am | participating in this new
consciousness story?’ These questions can only be
answered if we are aware and conscious that we are
connected to all that exists. The idea of letting go

and letting go for good, is key in embracing OWITF.

An old adage says “the devil you know is better than
the angel you don’t know”. Referring to OWITF may
be like the angel out there, but | don’t know how the
angel looks like. Is it a female or male, black or
white, tall or short? | don’t know. We are lacking
engagement and active listening in community and
this is risky. We are afraid of the new because we
don’t know vyet if it is going to work. Henry David
Thoreau once said “Nothing is so much to be feared
as fearé Why not improve what was existing rather
than starting anew? Are we going to let go our
current ministries and move to new ministries? | do
not know but all | have to do is to risk reaching out
there and become incarnate in all that exists. This
brings to mind what John Ortberg said in his book:
“If you want to walk on water you’ve got to get out
of the boat.” Ortberg said Imagine watching all that

God might have done with your life if you had let

him”. OWITF calls us all to let God in those
untouchable spaces of ours and only then will we be
surprised by the change we will experience in our
lives.

Training and equipping ourselves about
how we live in community is vital as another voice of
wisdom lamented. We need to re-learn the rubrics
of living community, if not everything, even the
fundamental aspects of living community and of
being spiritual, will need to be re-learned. We need
to love one another which is an underpinning factor
of any spirituality. Except we start loving one
another, we will not be able to look at each other in
the eye, let alone embrace OWITF wholeheartedly.
This reminds me of Gustavo Gutierrez, a Dominican
priest and theologian from Peru, who said:

Another
voice of wisdom called our attention to start
affirming brothers when they are alive rather than
wait by their grave side. By doing this, we will uplift
our own self-esteem and that of others.

In the second session of the day, Br. Charles
threw a challenge to every brother present by posing
the question: What is sustaining us as finally
professed brothers of the district? When last did |
go for accompaniment or spiritual direction? If we
are challenging annually professed brothers to go for
the above, we have to lead by example. The
brothers present responded by vowing to continue
spiritual direction for those who are already doing it
and to reactivate the exercise for those who have
lacked doing it for some time now. This is an exercise
not for DLT or TST but for one’s personal growth and
enrichment.

The brothers look forward to having
another workshop on the theme TRUST with the
provision that the person leading it need not be a
professional but one who knows the basis of trust
and can facilitate it well, so as to enable the brothers
to speak their mind. The day ended with a delicious
lunch.

In 2013, a fire broke out at the Beachmount
Residence which made the brothers to abandon the
house for other community houses on the College
campus.

Again,
this former community residence hosted many
African brothers over the years whilst they were
pursuing their undergraduate and/or post graduate
degrees at lona College. Don’t be surprised when
you are in New York again and see the former
community residence turn into a parking lot for the
College students and staff.

The celebration was honoured the day before the
rightful date, which is July 26, as Liberians do not
celebrate national holidays on Sundays. It all begin
on the 23" when Br. Martin handed over his class to
me as a lecturer for the day. | used that opportunity
to share with my colleagues about the geography of
Liberia, the struggle for independence and the key
characters behind it. We also looked at the present
day government of the country. The presentation
was well received judging from the feedback | got
from my colleagues and from Br.
