It is a great honour for me to be given the opportunity
to make a statement on the national launch of the
Universal Births Registration (UBR) Project.

| speak on behalf of the Congregation of Christian
Brothers; a religious order in the Roman Catholic
Church founded some 200 or more years ago in
Waterford, Ireland by a wealthy merchant Blessed
Edmund Ignatius Rice for the education and care for
poor and vulnerable children of his time. He sold his




wealthy business and put his resources and time
selflessly for the poor of his country. His legacy has
spread to all four corners of the world, Sierra Leone
been no exception.

When initially we decided to get involved with birth
registration of children in this country, many have
asked why a religious order whose charism is
education is involving in a health related issue. My
answer has always been and still is WHY NOT?

The Chairperson, distinguished ladies and gentlemen,
you would all agree with me that Child Birth
registration is both a social justice and human right
issue. Article 7 of the UN convention on the right of
children; calls for the registration of a child
immediately after birth.

A birth certificate means a child can more easily:

f access social servicessuch as education
and health care

1 prove how old they arehelps to
protect against child labour and child
marriage

f accords a national identitypaking it easier
to fight abuse and child trafficking.

Major issues such medical treatment, enrolling at
school, inheriting  property, preventing  child
exploitation and finding a job all rely on birth
registration. It is a proof of identity and allows people
to claim their basic rights.

These basic entitlements underpin a person's ability
to keep healthy, be educated, stay safe and earn a
living. Being denied even one of these can have a
negative impact on a child's opportunities for a
lifetime.

As a congregation with UN Status, our focus is in the
area of advocacy for the right and protection of
children from all forms of abuse and neglect. When |
first received the concept paper from our
development office led by Br. Pious Conteh and Mr.
David Yambasu for a proposal to be presented to
CORDAID Netherlands for this project, | was

overwhelmed with joy. Many in this gathering and
even beyond will agree with me that this all important
aspect of the life of our children in this country has not
been fully given the due consideration it deserves by
both government and many organizations addressing
the issues of children. Realizing the great need and
importance of this issue, we Christian Brothers, in
partnership with CORDAID Netherlands through its
Alliance decided to take a lead role in addressing the
issue.

The Chairperson, distinguished ladies and gentlemen,
permit me to use this podium to congratulate and
thank CORDAID Netherlands for aiding us in
championing this course. It is also my sincere delight
and that of all members of the Christian Brothers
family that our simple action in undertaking a pre-
launching of birth registration has attracted the
attention of Government, Plan Sierra Leone, UNICEF
and other organizations interested in the welfare of
children in this country to promote in a very serious
way the issue of Child Birth Registration.

Part of our vision statement indicates “to collaborate
with organizations, and particularly the poor in
integrated  services of faith-based education,
community  development, advocating for the
transformation of unjust structures, and in the care of
people and the rest of creation.”

The Chairperson distinguished ladies and gentlemen,
let me conclude my statement by again using this
podium on behalf of the Christian Brothers family to
thank Plan Sierra Leone, The Ministry of Health and
Sanitation, The Ministry Social Welfare, Gender and
Children’s Affairs, UNICEF and all like-minded
organizations for allowing us to partner and
collaborate with you in championing the issue of Child
Birth Registration in our Country.

Many of our communities, including Tengbeh Town
need to question ourselves if we have made the effort
in tilling the soil, in promoting the idea of growing
some of the food we need.

Yet as Africans, we all had in the past been so close
to the land. We worked hard in the swamps, on main
lands; we dirtied our hands and felt very proud to be
so close to mother Earth.

Now | ask myself, what is it that has shifted in us?
Has the comforts of being CBs softened us in such a
way that we are losing sight of our own traditional
values? Did we not once eke a living from fetching fire
wood, yet mindful of not depleting the forest? Did we
not once farm our lands and grow crops to pay our
school fees, yet without abusing the soil?
